COURSE DESCRIPTION

This multi-disciplinary course introduces a broad range of concepts and issues contributing to a better understanding of women’s health.  Through analytic and narrative readings, students will examine how the social frameworks of sex, gender, race, ethnicity, culture, and class have influenced the ways in which women and men have differentially experienced health and healthcare in the United States.  

Conventional indicators of women's health, past and present research on women's health, and the women's health movement help us begin to understand women’s health status.  Violence and mental health, including depression, eating concerns, and substance abuse receive extended attention.  Poverty and the social safety net, private health insurance and health care reform precede our attention to women’s traditional healing roles as midwives, home health workers, and family caregivers. 

Readings draw on diverse disciplines and fields, including public health, health policy, medicine, history, literature, and women's studies.  Participatory lectures and small group discussions give students practice at verbal presentation.  The research paper is directed toward the development of research and writing skills.

COURSE REQUIREMENTS AND EVALUATION
EXPECTATIONS:

Come to class prepared to discuss the readings and other assigned media. Some of the articles may require you to read them more than once. Be patient. Read actively, with pen in hand, underlining, marking key points, and taking notes on passages or concepts you want to untangle further. Identify the author’s key arguments & thesis. Write out questions that the articles raise for you. You might even want to send them to me by e-mail. Think about the connections of readings from one week to the next: Do they relate to each other or are there tensions in the reasoning across fields? 

Your attendance is part of your participation grade. Attendance is required; you may have up to 2 unexcused absences before your participation grade will be lowered one grade level. Please let me know in advance if you know you will not be able to attend class or shortly after the missed class if you have some unavoidable problem. 

Likewise, repeated lateness disturbs the class and may be cause for grade depreciation. Three late arrivals will equal one absence.

Please do not bring electronic equipment to class that might distract you from the discussion (or bother others). Accordingly, no headphones (unless required for a known disability), no Internet- connected devices, or ringing cell phones will be permitted. Please remember to set your phones to vibrate or turn them off before class. You may not answer, call, text, or talk on the phone during class time. If you have special circumstances that require you to have your phone on, please notify me in advance.

Plagiarism will not be tolerated. It is expected that all material that you submit is your own work. Outside sources must be properly referenced, including Internet pages. If you are unfamiliar with the concept of plagiarism, please read Tufts’s Plagiarism policy. You should be aware that even unintentional use of others’ work, including unattributed quotations or paraphrased summaries, constitutes plagiarism. So, be cautious. When in doubt, cite! You might also want to refer to a writing manual to familiarize yourself with standard citation formats. Nutsandboltsguide.com is one good starting place. You don’t need to borrow other people’s ideas – you all have your own good ones & the course should help you to put them down on paper.

This is a course about a variety of issues about which many people hold strong views. While the course intends to focus on using specific ethical theories and textual analysis to support your arguments, there should be space for all viewpoints to emerge. Please be respectful of other students as they express ideas that may not conform to your personal beliefs. Remember that questioning a line of argument or its reasoning is different from attacking someone’s personal beliefs. Courteous treatment of others in discussion is also a part of good class participation. This is an opportunity to expand your thinking and to understand the reasoning behind differing viewpoints. 

I may amend the syllabus as warranted throughout the semester.

COURSE EVALUATION:

Midterm Exam – In Class
The March 12 exam serves to draw together the themes and elements of the course to date. It is designed to help you integrate the material and articulate your understanding of it in a coherent fashion. This exam will be a one-hour in-class test that will be a combination of short-answer and essay questions. A make-up exam will be granted only in highly unusual circumstances.  

Group Presentations: Throughout the semester there will be a series of preset group presentations on a variety of topics. There are specific readings for those in the group to read as part of the preparation for presenting to the class. These are short presentations of about 30 minutes. 

Paper
There will be one 5-page paper due Monday, March 30 (not a class meeting day). Papers must be turned in – in hard copy -- to the Community Health Program office by 4:00.  You may not submit an electronic version of your paper unless you receive advance permission for extraordinary circumstances. These papers are intended to help you understand these substantive areas as well as develop your critical thinking and writing skills. Late, incomplete, and unedited written work will receive reduced grades.

Brief Assignments and Participation

Brief writing assignments (1 page response papers for example) and short in-class writing exercises related to the reading, will be given occasionally. Your thoughtful classroom participation is strongly encouraged.  Small and large group discussions will give you the opportunity to engage the material deeply with others. Likewise, participation on the Blackboard site board will be taken into account. Issues in women’s health policy are dynamic and on local, national, and international agendas.  Please bring relevant issues that you learn about outside the classroom to the classroom for our attention.
