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TUFTS REPUBLICANS BRING ANOTHER DIMENSION TO WOMEN’S WEEK

During the week of September 15, the Tufts University Women’s Center is celebrating its annual Women’s Week in an attempt to stimulate dialogue and provide information to the campus regarding issues affecting women.

Yet, until the Tufts Republicans got involved, there was one thing noticeably missing—political diversity.  “With campus culture centering around aspects of the liberal agenda such as radical feminism and political correctness, conservatives often get sidelined.  During Women’s Week the Tufts Republicans are trying to bring the voice of the conservative woman to the table.  It is our hope that the campus would receive a true education about women’s issues – one that incorporates all sides,” said senior Rachel Hoff, Tufts Republicans President Emeritus.

The group has worked with several off-campus organizations—including the Independent Women’s Forum, the Gun Owners’ Action League (GOAL), and the Clare Boothe Luce Policy Institute—to bring forth perspectives on women’s issues otherwise hard to come by on a college campus.  On Monday, September 15, Hoff spoke about women and activism on a student and faculty panel.  On Tuesday, the group hosted Nancy Snow, the Chief of Staff of GOAL, for a speech on self-defense options for women and their legal rights to it in Massachusetts.  The club also sponsored a table with information debunking the pay gap for women, highlighting the liberal bias of women’s studies, and decrying the negative effects on women of the “hook-up” culture brought about by the sexual revolution on college campuses.

“We believe that including Republican ideals within the Women’s Week agenda is important and parallel with the goals of the event, assuming that such goals deal with vocalizing women’s issues and striving for human equality.  In such case, women with Republican views deserve representation as much as women with Democratic views, religious views, and so forth,” said club Secretary junior Cartter Evans.
The Tufts Republicans club is a student organization that works to promote Republican and conservative ideas at Tufts University through education, activism, and political involvement.  It has over 100 members.
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
